Old Business:
 
Received the official version of the beaver solutions invoice from Beaver Solutions and forwarded to the Town Accountant. The Commission paid for the materials, installation, and six months of maintenance. Highway Dept. to pay for second year of inspection and maintenance.
Status of COC requests from D & D Civil Design Group, Form 8A, for Dermody, Lots B1 & B2, Jones Hill Road and Simonds Road (Lots 8 & 9):  Commission has communicated with Ducharme & Dillis: Stan now accepts that since the second issue of  Orders was an Amendment of the first they will not be able to just complete the original Orders.  We are awaiting calls for inspection of the erosion controls that were not yet removed.
