Discussion about eliminating the pond and returning the stream bed,  However, they would not pull the stream back to the stone wall.

Had asked for 4 answers to questions.  Neal had not received the email that outlined the questions.

So, no answer from the engineer about why the system is placed in the direction it is rather than turned.  Unclear 

The original plan for eliminating the pond from the property did not include releasing the stream from the enclosing pipe.   Finally came around to accepting a plan that would recontour the property, putting the stream back into an “original” bed and removing from the underground pipe.  There was a lot of concern about how steep the banks might be – estimates of the stream bed being 4 feet below grade.

Would like this to be done during the dry season – no flow in stream.

Motion to continue hearing to May 19 @ 8:00pm voted in favor unanimously.  Vote taken at 8:53pm
